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CHOREOGRAPHIC DEVICES
The following are some examples of manipulating movement, motifs, phrases and sections....

ABSTRACTION – the process of altering or reducing the realistic appearance/ features of the original inspiration while maintaining the ‘essence’ of the idea.
ACCUMULATION – new movements are added to existing movements in a successive manner, for example 12, 123, 1234

AUGMENTATION – making the movement larger.

DISTORTION – a process which manipulates the shape or structure of the motif or phrase.

EMBELLISHMENT – adding detail to the movement such as a hand or head move.

INSERTION – adding new material into the movement.

INVERSION – a process for manipulating a motif or phrase where the position of the body is reversed as the movement is performed, for example either upside down or reversed laterally.
REARRANGEMENT – movement is taken apart and re organised into the desired order to create progression.

REPETITION – a movement motif or phrase repeated exactly the same.
RETROGRADE – a motif or phrase performed backwards.
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TRANSPOSITION – performing the movement/ motif/ phrase with a different body part.
